RENTAL TERMS:

Fees: The Booth fee is $350 for Anderson Area Chamber of Commerce Members, and $400 for non-members.
Not a member? No problem, just call the Chamber at 513-474-4802 for membership information and to see how the chamber
can benefit your organization. The Booth rental includes a 10'x 10 booth, low-level lighting, 1 table and 2 chairs. The Booth is
available only for community groups for the three-day event. Payment must be made in advance in order to reserve a Booth.

Provided by Anderson Township Park District (ATPD): A 10'x 10’ booth, low-level lighting, 1 table and 2 chairs.

Provided by Renter: Each Renter is solely responsible for making all arrangements necessary to have the Booth properly
staffed at all times during the hours that the event is open to the public. Renter will further provide all materials, goods and
supplies necessary to effect the purpose for which the Booth was rented, unless other arrangements have been made through
the ATPD.

Garbage collection: The ATPD will also provide for garbage pickup during the event and at the close of each evening’'s
festivities. Each Renter will be responsible for keeping the area around the Booth and the Booth free from garbage and litter
during the hours that the event is open to the public.

Event and Booth hours: The event will be open Friday and Saturday from 5pm - 11pm and Sunday from 5pm - 10pm. The
Renter must keep the Booth open and staffed for operation from the opening of the event until 10pm each night, unless prior
arrangements are made.

Setup and take down: Each Renter must have the Booth set up, organized and capable of being put to its intended use by
3pm on Friday, and thereafter one hour before the opening of the event on each day of the event. Each Renter must dismantle
his Booth within two hours of the closing of the event on Sunday.
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Insurance: Renter agrees to obtain and continue in force throughout the course of the event general liability insurance
covering any and all claims for injuries to and property damage by persons and property occurring about the premises occupied
by the Booth or its immediate vicinity, said damage including that incurred as a result of fixtures or equipment now existing or
hereafter placed upon the grounds utilized by the event or any part thereof. Said insurance must be in the amount of not less
than $200,000 for injury to any one person and not less than $1 million for injury per occurrence, and not less than $100,000 for
property damage per occurrence. Such insurance shall be written with a company or companies authorized to engage in the
business of selling and writing general liability insurance in the State of Ohio. In the event that Renter utilizes employees of the
Renter in its Booth operation, Renter shall provide proof to The ATPD of worker's compensation coverage covering each of said
employees. Said coverage must remain in force and effect throughout the entire time that the event remains open. Renter
hereby acknowledges that no Booth worker is an agent, representative, employee or contractor of the ATPD, its agents or
representatives.

Security: The ATPD will provide general security through Hamilton County Deputy Sheriffs for the event premises. Each
Renter however is solely responsible for security in the immediate area occupied by the Booth.

Release, hold harmless, and indemnification agreement: Renter by and through the undersigned representative hereby
covenants and agrees that Renter releases, holds harmless, and indemnifies The Anderson Township Park District, The
Anderson Foundation for Parks and Recreation, Anderson Township, American Legion Post 318, The Anderson Area Chamber
of Commerce, Beech Acres Park, and its and their respective boards, trustees, employees, agents, attorneys and assigns from
any and all loss, claim, judgment, damage, or any amount owed by reason of any further claim, demand and/or action at law or in
equity that may at any time hereinafter be brought or made against any of them with the intent, or for the purpose of establishing
or enforcing any further claim related to, or arising from or on account of injuries, property damage or in any way related to the
rental of this Booth by Renter. This indemnification clause specifically includes the payment of attorney’s fees and/or legal
expenses necessarily incurred to defend any and all claims made.

Legal compliance: Renter agrees to follow and adhere to all local, state, and federal laws applicable to the rental of the
Booth and activities emanating there from including but not limited to health, worker's compensation, discrimination & licensing
laws.

Choice of law: This agreement is to be governed by the laws of the State of Ohio. Any legal action brought under said
agreement shall be brought in the courts of the State of Ohio, County of Hamilton.

Authority to bind organization: Renter confirms and warrants that the representative executing this Agreement and
Application on behalf of Renter has full authority to so act on behalf of Renter and to hind Renter to the terms of this agreement.
The term “Renter” includes the Organization listed above, its members, agents, assigns and those persons assisting the
Organization in its efforts and performing its duties hereunder.
